How much does it cost?

This deposit should be paid 
through ParentPay. 

Once the deposit has been paid, the 
remaining balance can be paid in 5 
installments of £40.00 per month over the 
course of 5 months (Dec, Jan, Feb, March and 
April). 

The amount you are required to pay will be visible on ParentPay. The full balance must be paid 
prior to the trip.
